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ABSTRACT:  
Accurate and timely weather information is critical to aviation safety and efficiency.  Satellite observations from geostationary orbit are playing an increasingly important role in supporting aviation and that role will expand with the enhanced capabilities of GOES‑R.  

This presentation will review the current use of satellite data for aviation decision aids and highlight anticipated benefits from the enhanced capabilities of GOES-R.  Specific areas to be discussed will include the initiation, growth, and movement of severe convection; clear-air turbulence; in-flight icing; space weather; and the identification of volcanic ash hazards.  We will also review aviation requirements for coverage, scan strategies, and data dissemination.
