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The Meteorological Service of Canada (MSC) depends on a variety of geostationary and polar orbiting satellites to support its operational monitoring requirements for weather prediction, ice monitoring, and disaster response.  This presentation will review the current infrastructure and usage of GOES and other satellite systems by MSC.  The presentation will also summarize the key questions surrounding the operational adoption of GOES-R, such as ground segment options, algorithm and product development, user readiness, and backup and contingency.
